Fate took 
Ralf touring with country acts for 3 years following college 
where he found a home in Calgary, Alberta.  
Ralf is on faculty with Mount Royal College’s Jazz Diploma 
Program and is a top choice as free-lance guitarist for live 
engagements, recordings and as a composer-for-hire. In 
2004, Ralf won the TD Canada Trust Jazz Festival 
Writers Commission Award. His collaborative effort with 
Richie Pollack for the album ‘Stew’ earned them a 2006 
WCMA nomination for Outstanding Blues Recording. 
 
In 1998, Ralf became an alumnus of the Banff Center for the Arts Jazz 
Workshop as well as an endorsed artist for Godin Guitars. He currently co-leads 
the contemporary-jazz quartet Terrain & bebop-jazz ensemble Manic Thematic 
Trio.
